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Introduction

This report for the Program Management Team (PMT) covers the period from July, 2011 through July 31,
2011. It provides a summary of the work accomplished this period and PMT status to date.

Highlights

Overview

= Seven Technical Memoranda (TM) were released in July.

= Completed draft of the Design Build Program Plan and submitted to FRA for review and comment.

= The Sustainability Planning Partnership Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) was signed by the
Authority, FRA/USDOT, USHUD and USEPA.

= Progress continues on the draft Business Plan for release in October 2011. Key activities in July
included conducting a series of workshops with stakeholders throughout the state on economic
benefits analysis, developing of consistent briefing materials for outreach meetings, refining key
issues and concepts to be addressed in the Business Plan, and resolving key inputs in the plan, such as
ridership/revenue cost data.

= The Fresno to Bakersfield Draft EIR/EIS was completed and submitted to FRA for signature.
ROW work continues with approximately 84% of the Preliminary Title Reports (PTRs) ordered with
the remaining 180 planned to be ordered once the preferred alternative has been designated.
Approximately 15% of the preliminary appraisal work has been accomplished.

PMT Financials

Cost, Hours and Progress

The actual costs and hours for the PMT are for the calendar month from July 1, 2011 through July 31,
2011 with the cumulative costs and hours for FY 11/12.

Actual Costs

Following a delay processing invoices for June and July, actual costs for July have been calculated using
labor rates and hours worked, with an estimate of the sub-consultant costs. On finalization of the July
invoice, the actual cost data will be reconciled in the August Monthly Progress Report (MPR).

Actual costs for July are estimated at $3.28 million, which is 73% of the plan for the month. The under-
spend in July was primarily due to:

1. Front-loading of the FY 11/12 AWP budgets.

2. The FY 11/12 budgets assume full staffing in place starting in July. There will be a phased
increase as new hires are appointed.

PMT will continue to monitor actual spending against the plan in FY 11/12. As cumulative data become
available, it will be possible to identify trends and implement corrective actions where appropriate.

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Cost Performance Report

The PMT continues to use a deliverables-based approach to measure the earned value of its work. Task

Managers provide status on each deliverable regarding percent complete and expected completion dates.

This information is available in the PMT AWP Deliverables Status report which is posted on
ProjectSolve2. Deliverables are weighted using their budgeted values in the FY11/12 AWP and this has
been established in draft form, using the draft AWP Version 4. Following agreement of the AWP, the
earned value calculations will be revised to reflect the agreed FY 11/12 AWP and included in the MPR.

A further change is the inclusion of additional sub-tasks in the Work Breakdown Structure for reporting
and tracking. In FY 11/12 there are 63 sub-tasks compared with only 25 sub-tasks in FY 10/11 and the
earned value calculations are being revised to calculate both historic data and the additional sub-tasks
going forward.

Task 1.4 Quality Management

The PMT continued to conduct audits of the RCs in accordance with the PMT Quality Plan. This is a
continuous process of evaluating each RC’s quality plan for its work to ensure that it is compliant with
the plan and recommend Quality Control measures where appropriate. In FY 11/12, additional Audits will
be performed on each of the Regional Consultants.

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Bakersfield to Palmdale

The RC value-engineered the existing alignment alternatives to improve the practicability and
cost effectiveness of the design. This has been achieved though reducing the height of
viaducts, length of tunnels and bringing the elevation to grade or onto lower height earth-
retained structures/embankments. An additional, shorter alignment has also been developed
north of Rosamond, potentially shortening the route by approximately 1 ¥2 miles. Alignment
through Lancaster has been brought to grade with options adjacent and inside the UPRR
ROW.

RC has revised quantities/capital cost assessment based on the Value Engineering exercise.
The assessment was provided to PMT for assessment and inclusive in the Business Plan. This
will support cost comparisons between the Grapevine and Antelope Valley alignment
options.

RC revised the Alternatives Analysis based on the value engineering studies and conducted
significant outreach with stakeholders and elected officials. A paper will be prepared for the
September Board meeting outlining developments to date, including the Antelope Valley
alignment cost reduction initiative and ongoing stakeholder/community outreach.

RC prepared a Change Request with supporting documentation for scope changes,
incomplete work and additional work in FY 10/11.

Palmdale to Los Angeles

RC has completed almost all engineering analysis of corridors for the Grapevine 15
Alternatives, indicating the existence of feasible alignments which meet project criteria
(gradient, crossing active fault zones at-grade etc). Corridors pass on either the east or west of
the I5 impacting the proposed Tejon Ranch Mountain Village development, or conservation
lands. However, these environmental impacts are considered to be similar to those for the
Antelope Valley Alignment options. While the engineering detail for the Grapevine
Alternatives is still limited, these have been estimated using general unit rates for tunneling,
at-grade, viaduct etc. Following Value Engineering to both the Bakersfield to Palmdale and
Palmdale to Sylmar alignment options, quantities have been developed and confidence exists
in the current priced alignments. This indicates that an alternative via the Grapevine may save
between $1B and $4B in capital cost. More detailed analysis of ridership and revenue figures
is required to complete the analysis between the Grapevine and Antelope Valley Alternatives.
The Board presentation planned for September will include a proposal to progress the
Grapevine alternatives to the same level of engineering and environmental detail as the
Antelope Valley alignments for overall comparison in an all-encompassing Alternatives
Analysis document.

Significant outreach and stakeholder involvement has continued through discussions with
Tejon Ranch; Cities of Palmdale Lancaster, Santa Clarita and Rosamond; Acton and Agua
Dulce communities; and Supervisor Antonovich’s staff.

RC refined alignment options to reduce cost where feasible and reassessed existing quantities
and costs. Estimates for Grade separation schemes through the San Fernando Valley are
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considered more robust and include ROW costs, based on more recent property prices. RC
also supported the Bakersfield to Palmdale section analysis of quantities and costs to improve
the overall estimate for Antelope Valley alignment options.

= A meeting was held between RC, Authority and PMT to discuss possible locations for the
Level 3 Maintenance Facility, including constraints, layouts and operational criteria. It was
agreed that Branford Street is the only feasible solution in the San Fernando Valley. RC will
progress the design and tie-in to main alignment assuming a double-ended yard with 19
storage tracks.

= RCis finalizing the Supplemental AA studies through the entire Palmdale to Sylmar corridor,
incorporating additional localized alternatives through both Sand Canyon and Acton/Agua
Dulce areas. However, a recommendation will be included that the original SR-14 East and
West options remain the least impactful and most cost effective solutions to be taken forward.
PMT will review this work and intends to provide a summary paper for the September Board
meeting. Full analysis of the alternatives will be included in a future Alternatives Analysis
Report that includes the Grapevine alternatives, if the Board concurs that these should be
further studied.

= RC has further assessed and revised the quantity measurements for the section, incorporating
value engineering to refine alignments undertaken through the Palmdale to Sylmar
mountainous section. This information has been provided to PMT for cost analysis.

= Reviewed Change Request re-submitted by the RC which now includes justification for
additional work completed in FY 10/11, as well as planned FY 10/11AWP work that was not
accomplished.

= RC (Arup) demonstrated to PMT and Authority the noise analysis tools that it has developed
for HS2 (a High-Speed Rail Project in the UK). This included a video of towns/public
places, with recorded ambient noise (traffic, existing rail services, aircraft, birds, dogs
barking, children playing etc.) with proposed HST alignment at different distances.

Issues and Concerns

San Francisco to San Jose

= RC is working to a greatly scaled-down interim scope of work for the months of July, August
and September. Approximately 70% of the work is focused on the San Jose to Merced
environmental document, which is under development. The remaining effort is maintaining
its project management and outreach teams so that it can continue to respond to public
inquiries and report on the project. Overall there will be a significant reduction of the level of
effort in these months. RC expenditure for July ($362k) was considerably below the plan
($700Kk).

= Many stakeholders on the Peninsula are aware of the scaled-down level of work and are
waiting for recommencement of the work. Consequently stakeholders on the Peninsula have
been relatively quiet.

= There are significant schedule impacts resulting from the Board’s slow-down action. The
schedule for July did not change from June. It will continue to hold through August.
However, if activities do not pick up significantly in September, the deliverable dates will
most likely continue to slip.

= Following PMT review, RC’s 15% Draft Cost Estimate Report was found to be incomplete.
RC has been asked to revise and resubmit.
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SJ VDG needs addition of section on Roles and Responsibilities to define commitments of
CHSRA and CSJ. One to two months additional time is expected to prepare costs and meet
with City to agree. The goal is to present this at the November board meeting.

SR152 Alignment AA. A change request was submitted with an estimated cost of $165K
for AA portion. RC, Authority and PMT need to coordinate extent of refinement, based on
community input.
SR152 Wye Alignment 15% PE and EIR/EIS Analysis. RC to resubmit Change request to
include 15% Design efforts and EIR/EIS analysis in San Jose to Merced document.
RC to proceed with evaluation of cost reduction measures identified at the workshop in July.
This is estimated to take two weeks, with three RC staff assigned to this work. RC revised
Change Request based on PMT Comments.
Due to a delay in receiving Change requests from RC and resulting delays for PMT review
and approval, the RC has yet to begin the majority of its work for 1) cost containment
evaluation, and 2) SR152 wye engineering and environmental tasks.

Merced to Fresno

A Task Force has been established for the for first procurement package. Changes to RC
scope for 30% design needs to be established and formalized quickly. Level of effort will
impact AWP budget significantly.

Authority decision to proceed with Draft EIR/EIS without A3 alternative (contrary to EPA
and COE requests) has been identified as a risk to schedule if the COE and EPA cannot be
convinced by Authority that elimination of A3 was appropriate.

PMT is working with the RC to develop a detailed Environmental Schedule that aligns with
that presented to the Board at the July 14 Meeting.

Noise and Vibration Technical Reports from the RC identify a potential requirement for
substantial lengths (15,000 to 18,000ft x 14ft high) of sound wall on aerial structures through
urban areas such as Madera, Corcoran, Shafter and Wasco. This requirement needs to be
assessed further in development of the 30% design.

On July 19, RC advised that it had exceeded its FY 10/11 budget by $390,533. RC has been
asked to provide details to PMT and Authority, which will be documented in a Change
Request.

Procedure for approval of Caltrans resources to support the accelerated schedule for 30% PE
Design needs to be finalized. The first ARRA section includes re-alignment of 9,000t of SR
99 which requires significant Caltrans support/review. With the need to complete the ARRA
30% PE in October, this is urgent.

UPRR response to HSR adjacency of at-grade alignment is required to determine if proposed
at-grade alignment is viable (north of Fresno and Merced Station traveling south). Absence of
UPRR co-operation continues to be a major risk to the currently proposed alignments. Some
straddle bent columns will be situated on UPRR property for the south of San Joachim River
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crossing, making this more critical. With the need to complete the ARRA 30% PE in
October, this is urgent.

= RC FY 11/12 AWP does not include any provision for response to RFIs once the RFP for
Design Build Contract has been issued. A decision is required as to which party will be
responsible for RFI responses.

Fresno to Bakersfield

= The RC is tracking progress against FY 11/12 AWP Version 3 for the July Progress Report
and Invoice. The RC reports that it will continue to work with the PMT to clarify and resolve
issues related to scope changes and the preparation of Version 4 to ensure the project remains
on track and on budget. The summary of changes to the work program is provided in Section
6 of the RC’s July Monthly Progress Report (MPR). These items are summarized below
under “Financial Reporting and RC Schedule Assessment.”

» RC needs clarification on budget allocation for ROW Appraisal tasks (Tasks 9.5 and 9.6) and
meetings were held with the Authority to resolve. A two-pronged approach is being taken to
determine (1) if separate funding for the task will be available from the Department of
Finance in FY11/12; and (2) the absolute minimum funding and timing for acquisition for the
ICS. The RC has been directed to stop ROW Appraisal tasks in order to preserve budget for
EIR/EIS tasks.

= Asthe RC prepared to address a comment regarding intrusion protection being shown on the
cross-section sheets of the 15% Record Set Alignment Plans, it was discovered that
significant portions of the HST alignment was placed closer to the existing BNSF alignment
than expected, requiring acquisition of BNSF ROW. The RC is investigating the proximity
of HST to BNSF for the entire length. However, the Draft EIR/EIS correctly reflects this
design.

= During discussions on the Procurement Process, the potential need for procurement support
from the RC was raised. The RC may not have the item covered within its contract, thus a
task in its WBS does not currently exist. PMT and Authority and will advise whether or not
RC procurement support is anticipated.

» The RC has been advised that Fresno Street and Church Street grade separation plans will not
be a part of Procurement Package 1. These two locations are candidates for separate design-
bid-build contracts and the RC will not progress these works as part of its ongoing design
efforts. Coordination is still needed for preparation of documents to solicit the design
contract and to coordinate with Procurement Package 1.

= On May 6, 2011, the RC submitted a personnel request form (PRF) to add a Tier 1 employee
from Arup, as the Integration Manager. The role had been discussed with the PMT and
Authority and was refined following PMT input. The RC is anxious to receive approval from
the Authority to add the individual to its team.

Bakersfield to Palmdale

= In FY 10/11, the RC remains overspent by approximately $500K against funds made
available through LNTPs. This requires urgent resolution with the Authority.

= Limited overall progress is being made with Preliminary Engineering and Environmental
studies, significantly behind that planned to date for FY 11/12. While the Alternatives
Analysis has slipped a further month to September 201, it is essential that engineering
commences on other disciplines (tunnels, viaducts, utilities etc) associated with the
alignment. PMT is continuing to review to review scope and schedule with the RC.

= Concerns exist in relation to extended schedule and revisions required to FY AWP scope of
work, should the Grapevine studies be taken further to the same level of detail as the
Antelope Valley alignments.
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= Environmental field studies were halted in June due to budget restrictions and need to be
recommenced. Due to lost time for certain seasonal measurements, further analysis will be
required next season to complement the information currently obtained. Studies will also be
required in association with High Voltage (HV) supply alignment corridors and for the new
T3 alignment alternative through the Mojave.

= Ability to deliver HV power to the isolated mountain areas of the alignment has not yet been
resolved. A new transmission corridor may be required with the corresponding additional
engineering, and environmental field survey requirements in the spring of 2012. PMT is
working with the RC to resolve this.

Palmdale to Los Angeles
= RC’s schedule continues to suffer with deliverable dates slippage for a number of reasons.
PMT will work with the RC to mitigate impacts and recover time where possible:

0 Presentation of the Grapevine Conceptual Studies has moved to the September 22
Board Meeting, delaying the Supplemental AA for the Palmdale — Sylmar section of
the alignment. This has led to engineering resources being focused on Grapevine
studies with no formal agreement on alignments for EIR/EIS studies, which has
delayed the 15% PE deliverable date.

0 The RC has incorporated the PMT environmental template guidance in its schedule,
with Checkpoint A now proposed to be submitted in October 2011, after completion
of the Grapevine conceptual analysis. This delays Checkpoint B submissions with an
earliest delivery date for the Admin Draft EIR/EIS of June 2012, some five months
later than planned. NOD/ROD has now slipped to July 2013, with 30% PE
completion held at September 2013. PMT will review slippage and identify areas in
which it may be recovered.

o If the Board approves the proposal to continue studies of the Grapevine alternatives
to the same level of engineering and environmental detail as the Antelope Valley
alignments and allows overall comparison of options in an all-encompassing
Alternatives Analysis document, this may add an estimated nine to twelve months to
the schedule. The added time will be required for scope development and full
environmental analysis/engineering design completion. This will need to be
incorporated in the overall Master Schedule and the FY 11/12 AWP scopes for both
Palmdale to LA and Bakersfield to Palmdale.

= There is strong opposition to the Project alignment alternatives in the Acton/Agua Dulce area
while the Antelope Valley cities remain opposed to the Grapevine studies. The Project has
asked these cities to demonstrate economic viability for alignments through the Antelope
Valley and support the Project in resolving issues with the Acton/Agua Dulce communities.

= Agreement/working relationship is required with UPRR on sharing UPRR owned/operated
ROW through the San Fernando Valley. This is also required in the corridor through
Palmdale where the most cost effective alignments, and those that have least impact to the
communities, are proposed to share part of the existing ROW.

Los Angeles to Anaheim

= BNSF is a major ROW owner in the LA County portion of the Section. It is vital that an
agreement be reached with the BNSF on implementation of the HST system on the BNSF
owned portion of the LOSSAN Corridor. An MOU between the Authority and BNSF is
pending approval. The review meetings required with the BNSF that would follow the MOU
execution are becoming critical (along with other operators in the corridor) to refine
crossover locations and Hobart Yard modifications.
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The various LOSSAN corridor organizations/agencies (passenger and freight) each have
infrastructure plans. The ongoing consolidated ridership modeling activity is aimed at
developing a coordinated rail service plan to develop an accompanying coordinated
infrastructure plan to support that rail service plan. Due to the institutional infrastructure of
the LOSSAN Corridor, identification and development of the phased implementation projects
may take longer than anticipated. This consists of incorporation of phased implementation in
the two alternatives (Dedicated Track and Consolidate Shared Track). A delay in developing
a list of projects to advance will impact the engineering schedule and the subsequent
environmental analysis. PMT has requested that the RC develop a preliminary list of
suggested projects. Discussions on the various Coalition members’ infrastructure plans will
commence in August, reviewing near, medium and long-term planning aspirations. This item
continues to be discussed at the focused engineering issues meetings with the RC.

The LOSSAN Corridor between LA and Anaheim is generally a 110 MPH rail corridor with
adjacent residential, commercial and industrial properties. There are strong concerns
regarding potential impacts to adjacent properties that may occur following introduction of
HSTs in this corridor. The RC has prepared a white paper for consideration of proposed
variances in track spacing/cross section to reduce the width of ROW needed. Furthermore,
these proposed concepts may provide the opportunity to reduce the amount of aerial structure
and allow for additional at-grade portions. The cross section dimensions for the corridor may
also have implications on the development of the Phased Implementation projects that in
essence provide an early investment opportunity in the Section. Initial PMT comments have
been forwarded to the RC. However, further discussion is needed with the RC.

The LAUS station site is a very complex location that will require a coordinated effort to
implement. A follow up meeting with Metrolink and its consultant (HDR) took place on July
1 to review the platform width scenarios meeting the TM guidance. The RC also continues to
work with LA Department of Transportation and LA Metro on the dispersed parking
concepts in and around LAUS. The intermodal/distributed parking matrix and summary will
be revised as the coordination with stakeholders will continue with the next LAUS dispersed
parking discussion planned for the month of August.

PMT continues to work with the Authority to review the position paper on the ARTIC Station
Design Development. The Authority needs to provide PMT with further direction for
handling with the City of Anaheim. Authority has provided direction on the ARTIC station
location (skewed platform under SR57 concept) which will be shared with the City of
Anaheim and OCTA during August.

Coordination between PMT and RC continues regarding on mode split and peak hour
adjustment factors for local conditions. RC has documented its assumptions for preparing
local peak-hour and mode split adjustment factors for the ridership forecasts. It appears that
the remaining inquiries are focused around the Fullerton station. A coordination meeting will
be held to resolve the remaining inquiries.

Based on recent changes to the environmental EIR/EIS schedule template provided to the RC
teams, the time frame between issuance of the Administrative draft and the NOD/ROD has
been extended. This is due to recent experience from the two Central Valley draft
environmental documents. Preliminary scheduling by the RC shows that the current
NOD/ROD date would require an earlier date for submission of the Administrative draft than
currently planned. RC will refine its schedule for FY11/12 activities and also prepare
implications of applying the latest environmental schedule template on the NOD/ROD.
Further Work on Maintenance Yards was postponed for the Anaheim and Montebello sites
after verbal direction was provided by the Authority in June. RC is waiting for written
direction to delete these Maintenance Yards from the Los Angeles to Anaheim Section.
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= RC reports that direction is needed from PMT/Authority on whether to proceed with the over-
night storage at LAUS in the vicinity of 8th Street, or in the vicinity of ARTIC station.
= RC’s FY 11/12 AWP, Version 3 was submitted to the Authority. However, formal approval
has not yet been received. (An LNTP has been issued).

Los Angeles to San Diego
» Funding for FY 11/12 has resulted in work for this section being placed on hold.

Merced to Sacramento

= The RC has been issued a LNTP that will allow work to proceed for approximately four
months, including the development of the Preliminary AA Report. Total budget availability
for FY 11/12 and subsequent years remains a concern.

Altamont

= The RC’s FY 11/12 AWP has not been finalized and approved by the Authority. The RC has
been issued a Limited Notice to Proceed, but total budget availability for FY 11/12 and
subsequent years remains a concern.

e A Station Area Planning program overview was provided for USDOT Undersecretary Kienitz.
There has been international engagement with a Japanese delegation. The presentation focused
on the Authority’s station planning and transit connectivity programs.

Sub-Task 9.1.2- Joint Development and Public-private partnerships

e The approved FY 11/12 AWP did not fund this activity and no targeted work has been done to
engage the development community. However, cities engaged in Station Area Planning
recognize this will be a significant emphasis for a successful program and plan to bring
developers into the planning process.

Sub-Task 9.1.3- Transit Connectivity

e The only multi-modal transit connectivity coordination to date has been within our Station Area
Planning funding applications comments. Ensuring connectivity, promoting transportation “hub”
systems and reducing the demand for on-site parking continue to be a focus of the application
coordination efforts.

Sub-Task 9.1.4- Station Design Oversight

agencies and the RCs during the planning process.
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Sub-Task 9.1.5- Concession Planning
The approved FY 11/12 AWP did not fund this activity.

Sub-Task 9.2.1- Visual and Aesthetic Design Guidelines
e The San Jose to Merced Visual Design Guidelines are being developed as the “template” for the
program level Visual and Aesthetic Design Guidelines. The first colored draft mock-up was
completed this month. However, there remains significant sections to be prepared. The San Jose
to Merced VDG will set the stage for a number of important policy issues.

Sub-Task 9.3.1- CHSRA Planning Fund Agreements

e Coordination with local land use and planning authorities (cities and counties) has begun in
context of Station Area Planning Funding Agreements which were initially targeted towards the
seven potential 10S stations (which includes the ICS). Stations that have submitted planning
funding applications include San Jose, Gilroy, Merced, Fresno, Bakersfield and Palmdale. These
applications are still working through various stages of review and comment phases and no
funding agreements have been executed at this time.

The only station area that has not requested planning funds during this report period is the
Kings/Tulare Regional Station. However, there has been informal discussion with the Council of
Governments and the surrounding cities and counties. This station location is unique in that it is
not located within or near a city center.

Sub-Task 9.3.2- Strategic Growth Council Sustainable Community Planning Programs

e July’s Strategic Growth Council coordination was limited to the monthly SGC Team Leader
Meetings. Emphasis is being placed on coordination of the next round of Prop 84 grants this Fall
to ensure HST station planning and transit connectivity are embedded in the grant criteria.

Sub-Task 9.3.3- Vision California

e Based on the Vision California planning and modeling tools, text has been provided for the
Business Plan that documents natural resources conservation, economic, public health and
environmental benefits. These modeling tools provide a clear contrast between the no-build

Sub-Task 9.3.4- California State Rail Plan

e A State Rail Plan kick off meeting has occurred with Caltrans and its consultant. With CHSR’s
engagement this Rail Plan will be more comprehensive than in previous revisions.

e A special meeting was held with Bill Bronte, Chief of the Caltrans Division of Rail, to brainstorm
implementation strategies for the initial operational segment. Mr. Bronte has agreed to continue
our coordination.

Sub-Task 9.4.1- Construction Practices and Materials

o Draft language for “Greening” the Authority’s initial RFQs has been developed. This program
will be fully developed for the later RFPs.

e A draft Construction Practices and Material Sustainability policy is under development.

Sub-Task 9.4.2- Facility and Fleet Energy Efficiency Guidance

e The Sustainability Planning Partnership MOU was signed this month by the Authority,
FRA/USDOT, USHUD and USEPA. “Planning for California’s Green Future” is a key emphasis
and this MOU positions the Authority to lead the nation in sustainable transportation.

Sub-Task 9.4.3- Renewable Energy and Conservation Strategies

e The Authority has secured a USEPA Technical Assistance Program grant and begun work on a
Strategic Energy Plan. A work plan was developed for the National Renewable Energy
Laboratory (NREL).

Sub-Task 9.4.4- Modal Alternative Analysis
The approved FY 11/12 AWP did not fund this activity.
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Sub-Task 9.5.1- Environmental Stakeholders
e The Next Generation consultant has been hired to advise the Authority. This consultant will
improve our knowledge and expertise on environmental issues. They are in the inventory phase
and have begun to evaluate our existing policies.
Sub-Task 9.5.2- Agriculture Stakeholders
o Work has continued with agricultural stakeholders as we further develop program policies and
help to define stakeholder concerns. Key work has been provided to support the release of the
first ICS environmental documents.
Sub-Task 9.5.3- Transportation and Community Planning Stakeholders
e Only a few contacts have been made to provide information and engage in informal discussions
concerning how urban development stakeholders could participate in Station Area Planning.
Interest has been expressed in sponsoring workshops to inform cities concerning development
opportunities.
Sub-Task 9.5.4- Advance Mitigation
This work has been delayed as directed by Authority. After the current EIR/EIS documents have been
processed, work could resume.
Sub-Task 9.5.5- Climate Change Policy Compliance
No reporting has been requested to comply with AB 32 guidelines.
Sub-Task 9.5.6- Ridership Peer Review Panel
o Significant support has been required for the Ridership Peer Review Panel as the group finalized
its first report on the Authority’s (Cambridge Systematics) modeling program.
e Continued oversight of an independent sketch planning analysis of HSR ridership process is
underway. This includes a survey of ridership modeling experience in Europe and Asia
Sub-Task 9.6.1- Customer Service — Planning and Branding
The approved FY 11/12 AWP did not fund this activity.
Sub-Task 9.6.2- Marketing Guidance
The approved FY 11/12 AWP did not fund this activity.

Key Issues and Areas of Concern

e The approved AWP Task 9 staffing plan provides three full-time positions (filled in Sacramento)
and five FTEs supported by PMT staff from various offices. Even though the three full-time
positions have been advertised, only the Sustainability Manager has been selected and will start in
October. Although Resumes are being collected, no interviews have been accomplished for the
remaining full-time positions and the five FTE’s tasks have not been fully assigned. The lack of
staff is affecting program delivery.

o Significant effort has been required to support the 2012 Business Plan development both as a
member of the BP Steering Committee (not captured within the AWP).

e Have provided general coordination support for Californian’s For High-speed Rail (CA4HSR).
Their focus has been on the Business Plan and broader stakeholder issues.

Railroad Agreements

SCRRA/Metrolink: A reimbursement agreement has been submitted to Metrolink for execution.
This agreement will provide for services by Metrolink including the review of and comment on
Authority designs and planning phases of the Project. It is anticipated that SCRRA will approve the
agreement at its August 12 meeting and then forward it to DGS and CHSRA for final approval.

Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA): The Reimbursement Agreement has now been
executed by OCTA. This document has been reviewed by DGS which has requested a Board
resolution authorizing OCTA to execute the agreement and several modifications to the agreement.
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OCTA is scheduled to consider the modifications to the agreement and resolution requested by DGS
at their September Board meeting.

Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority and City of Anaheim: The draft
reimbursement agreements presented to these third parties are still under review and consideration.
The PMT is making regular contact with both agencies to ascertain progress and help with
outstanding questions.

BNSF and UPRR: Reimbursement agreements are undergoing review by the legal counsels for the
respective freight railroads. Both railroads have expressed strong concerns regarding the 307
certifications which DGS requires as part of the reimbursement agreements. Based upon a meeting
with the BNSF on July 27, the BNSF has proposed an alternative to the reimbursement agreement
with CHSRA. Instead, BNSF is proposing the development of a Joint Corridor Use Agreement,
Purchase and Sale Agreement and Relocation and Construction Agreement as a more efficient way to
handle the relationship with CHSRA. PMT staff is in the process of reviewing this approach which
has been utilized by the BNSF in Seattle, Denver and Minneapolis successfully. The UPRR has also
made it clear that they are unwilling to sign the 307 Certification but are considering the inclusion of
wording within the reimbursement agreement itself that UPRR will comply with State law not pre-
exempted by Federal Law.

Agreements, MOUs/MOAs and Permits (AMMPs)

Key Developments and Accomplishments

= An agreement and permit specific Office 2007 Access Database has been created and is being
populated. This database will include status information on all agreements and permits which
need to be executed prior to issuance of the RFP for each procurement package. The database
will generate regular reports regarding status and progress of the various documents needed for
the program.

= Draft language for agreements between the Authority and Cities, Counties and utility companies
was prepared and submitted for Authority review. The Authority has provided comments on the
master utility agreement. Comments are awaited on a detailed utility agreement for specific
types of work.

= A schedule for developing, reviewing and executing agreements has been prepared for all third
party agreements required for the Initial Construction Section (ICS).
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Issues and Areas of concern

» Identification of third parties and making initial contact continues to be a key issue to ensure

schedules can be agreed for finalizing agreements.
= Developing the necessary agreement language for the Authority and third parties continues to be

a significant undertaking. Each agency and utility company will likely strive to include specific
language unique to its own requirements, which will require multiple iterations of language

development and review/approval by both sides.

Planned Work Next Month

= Agreement language is in the final stages of being reviewed and finalized to be used with entities
affected by the HST project. This includes Utility language, MOU/MOAs with cities and
counties, and other regulatory agreements.

» The database will be populated with current contact info, conflict data, cost data, etc. As the RC
teams are progress through the design process, additional utility conflict data will be added and
tracked.

= Contact will begin in August with representatives of third parties and is scheduled to be
completed by the end of September 2011. A specialized contracts staff member is being added
to the PMT to assist in scheduling of meetings with each entity. Information obtained during
these meetings will be used to develop entity-specific agreements prior to issuance of the RFP.

PMT Summary Schedule

In FY 11/12, the PMT Work Breakdown Structure (WBS) was expanded to include additional tasks as
well as to report at the sub-task level throughout. Reporting will include 63 sub-tasks compared with
only 25 sub-tasks in FY 10/11. The PMT Summary Schedule is being expanded to include this additional
information, with this work closely linked to the revision of the Deliverables and Earned Value data,
described in previous sections of this report. Hence the updated PMT Summary Schedule will be included

in the August Monthly Progress Report.
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
